Exclusionary zoning and affordable housing have been
among the most prominent public policy issues in New Jersey
for the last thirty years. With help from Stephan R. Leone, Esq.,
attorney for developer Community Investment Strategies, an
affordable housing project was brought to Toms River this sum-
mer.

Community Investment Strategies broke ground at
Toms River Crescent this summer, located off Route 70 and
Whitesville Road. It will offer 120 rental apartments in 15 two-
story buildings with rents ranging from $400 to $900 for the two
- and three-bedroom apartments.

The Supreme Court established a constitutional obliga-
tion for each of the 566 New Jersey municipalities to establish a
realistic opportunity for the provision of fair share low and mod-
erate income housing obligations, generally through land use
and zoning powers. The legislature provided an administrative
alternative to this constitutional obligation via the Fair Housing
